performed by some of the city’s finest
musicians. With its warm wooden inte-
rior, limited seating that encourages
closeness to the stage, and a one-drink
minimum that keeps the focus on the
music, the club creates an intimate,
electric environment where every note
resonates deeply and the audience
sways together in shared apprecia-
tion. It remains a local favorite for its
